ST. ELIZABETH OF HUNGARY - Friday, Novem-
ber 17, is the feast day of St. Elizabeth of Hungary. She 
was the daughter of the king of Hungary. Because her 
life of penance and asceticism drew her to love the 
poor, the needy and the ill; she is the patron saint of 
Catholic Charities.  

     St. Elizabeth was the mother of four and lived the command 
of Jesus: caring for those in need.  - St. Anthony Messenger Press, Daily

     In this weekôs Gospel, Jesus talks about what it means to be 
prepared to receive the Kingdom of Heaven. This weekôs read-
ing follows a series of warnings and predictions by Jesus about 
the coming of the Son of Man. Jesus wants his disciples to un-
derstand that the exact day and time cannot be predicted. He 
teaches the disciples that they must remain vigilant so that they 
will not be caught unprepared. 
     When thinking about the parable of the wise and foolish vir-
gins, it is important to consider the first-century wedding tradi-
tions of Palestine. Scholars tell us that it was the custom of the 
day for young maidensðfriends and family members of the 
brideðto meet the bridegroom when he came to bring his bride 
to her new home. 
     As with many of Jesusô parables, several levels of interpreta-
tion are possible. In last weekôs Gospel, we heard Jesus warn 
against following the example of the Pharisees and scribes. If 
read in the context of early Christianityôs struggle to define it-
self against Pharisaic Judaism, this parable is a continuing cri-
tique of Judaism. It suggests that the Jewish leaders were like 
the foolish virgins, unprepared to meet Jesus, the bridegroom of 
Israel. 
     In the chapter preceding this parable, however, Jesus warns 
about the destruction of Jerusalem, the tribulation of the end 
times, and the coming of the Son of Man. When read in this 
context, todayôs parable is a warning to the Christian communi-
ty to remain vigilant and prepared to receive Jesus, the Son of 
Man who will return at the end of time. This interpretation is 
supported by the reference to the delay of the bridegroom. The 
Christian community for whom Matthew wrote this Gospel was 
coming to terms with the realization that the promise of Jesusô 
return would not be fulfilled within their lifetimes. The question 
remains for us to ask ourselves, Are we ready to receive Jesus? 
Will we be prepared to receive him?    ð Loyola Press
